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23/060 Highways 
Cllr Campbell gave a report on the A45 Stakeholder meeting.  
National Highways confirmed that they removed the trees along the A45, between the Shell garage 
and the Queen Eleanor roundabout, stating that they were removed to alleviate flooding issues 
experienced by residents. It was claimed during the meeting that residents were notified. Evidence 
has been requested of this.  
National Highways have stated that a noise barrier cannot be installed along this stretch due to the 
services in the verge.  Service documents have been requested.
